York and Pennsylvania cusiomers from the
power market administered by the New Yaork
Siate Independent Systermn Operator (NY1S0).
For most of its New Jersey customers, Rockland
Electric buys power from the regional power
market operated by the Pennsylvania-New
Jersey-Maryland Interconnection (PJM).

The prices we pay to purchase those supplies
vary monthly and are passed on to customers
without a markup. For our Mew York customers
who do not have an alternate energy supplier,
those prices are listed on the bill as Market
Supply Charge. For our New Jersey and
Pennsylvania customers who do not have an
alternate energy supplier, those prices are listed
on the bill as the Basic Generation Service
Charge.

About 25% of O&R's Mew York cusiomers take
advantage of Enargy Choice and buy their own
electric supply directly from independent enengy
suppliers.
